YEAR 1

Coming up after the 2 week half term break..06/11/2023

Our new topic is:
The story of ovr High Street?

English

During the first week back we will be thinking about stories. We will be discussing well known
stories and looking at their 3 part structure: a beginning, a middle and an end.

Phonics and reading

This half term we will be introducing the children to new alternative graphemes. This week we
will be learning: ir (ur) bird, ie (igh) pie, ue (long 0o) blue / u (yoo) unicorn.

There will be no Bug Club text this week as we will be carrying out individual reads with the
children.

Maths

In the next part of our addition and subtraction unit, we will be building on their learning about
writing number sentences by looking at addition fact families. We will explore the order of an
addition sentence, noting that it can be varied: for example, 3+2=5,2+3=5,56=3+2,5=2
+ 3. Then we will combine our addition facts knowledge with our part- whole learning to help us
break numbers into parts and explore how many different ways a number can be partitioned.
Then we will model how to work systematically to help them calculate all of the number bonds.
It is important that children learn to work systematically to ensure that they organise their
thinking and consider all the possibilities in a problem.

Topic

In PSHE we will be considering the topic: Same and Different.
In Art we will be starting a unit on colour mixing.
In Computing we will be learning about grouping and sorting.




We will also be discussing Remembrance Day and how it is celebrated.

PE

We will have 2 PE units this term. ‘Fundamentals’- where the children will explore the skills of
balancing, running, changing direction, jumping, hopping and skipping. They will explore these skills in
isolation as well as in combination. Alongside this, we will be exploring ‘Team Building’. In this unit
pupils develop their teamwork skills. They work individually, in pairs and in small groups, learning
to take turns, work collaboratively and lead each other. They will develop key skills of
communication and problem solving, They are given the opportunity to discuss and plan their
ideas and reflect on their success.
