This
includes earrings.

Lunch boxes

Please remember that we are a nut free school so lunched must not include anything with
nuts or that contain nuts at all. Please be careful to pack a lunchbox that is accessible for
your child so that they can open packets themselves and that they are not over faced with
too much food. Please cut grapes in half (long ways) so that they are safe for your child to
eat without it being a choking hazard. Please remember to pack balanced, healthy lunch for
your child.
