| am writing to share the outcomes of the recent Equality,
Diversity and Inclusion (EDI) survey that we carried out
with the children at the end of the summer term.

We are delighted to report that the feedback was very
positive. The survey measured the number of positive
responses from children.

The children told us that they are happy at school, feel
safe (96%), have a strong sense of belonging, and know
that they are cared for by staff (92%) In fact, The Mead
children came out as the happiest across the Trust,
achieving the highest percentage in the Trust for this area
(87%) which we are very proud of.

The survey also highlighted that while children recognise
and value the diversity within our school community,
they felt that they do not always learn enough about
different types of people in their lessons. We have
already begun refining our curriculum to ensure that it
better reflects and celebrates diversity and inclusion,
helping children to develop a deeper understanding of
the world around them.
